Mayor Davin opened the meeting with a moment of silence.

Motion by Trustee Green, 2nd by Trustee Reeves and carried, to
approve payment of the vouchers in the amount of $128,163.9y,
and authorize the treasurer to issue checks in this amount.

Motion by Trustee Reeves, 2nd by Trustee Green and carried, to
accept the minutes of the previous meeting.

Robert Peterson, Chairman of the Wayne County Planning Board,
informed the board that the Federal Govermment will be again
asking for Community Development Act Applications. Regulatinons
of the Community Development Act of 1974 have been revised.

Fewer pro jects will be funded but amounts for projects will be
larger and expanded.

The County of Wayne will be submitting applications using a
number of communities' priorities to combine into one large
county project. The same items are available with the exception,
as before, of Govermnmental Buildings. 75% of the funds must

qualify for or benefit the low or moderate income levels.

Mr. Peterson advised that two hearings must be held, but prior
to the hearings, notices should be inserted in the Palmyra
Courier-Journal as well as the Timesaver, requesting the public
to attend the hearings and to make suggestions for use of the

. funds that may be available,

Title #1 of 1977, Community Development Act would grant housing
improvement as well as municipal improvement, excluding con-
struction of a Village Hall.

Most villages, according to Mr, Peterson, are asking that the
Wayne County Planning Board make application in their behalf, with
the request that there be more public participation.

On motion by Trustee Wilson, 2nd by Trustee Green and carried,

the date of February 7, 1978 at 11:00 P.M. and February 7, 1978

at 7:30 P,M. was set for Public Hearings in the Justice Room of
the Village Hall.

" Bruce Wideman, coordinator of the restoration of the former

Erie Canal Area during the last ‘two years, informed the board
that if the State of New York Department of Waterways & Trans=-
portation, f£ills in the area between the north bank of the
former Erie Canal and the south bank of the present Barge Canal
with the sludge dredged from the Barge Canal, there will be no
trees, bushes, birds, wild flowers, or-animals to habitate

this area. He solicited the endorsement of the entire board in

relation to his continuing effort to "block" the dumping of the
sludge in the wild-life area, Trustee Wilson commented that it
was her feeling that this matter should be pursued. Mr. Wideman
further commented that the Town Board of the Town of Palmyra has
gone on record indicating that they would be in favor of
preserving this area, Mr. Wideman advised that three years ago
the County Planner had designated the area from Church Street to
the west, where now a Canal Park at the Canal Locks is located,
would become a walk and bigsycle area for pedestrians. In the
interim, it was learned that the Department of Transportation
had designated the area to become a Ydumping ground" for the
sludge.

Mr.d%idaman felt that if it might be possible to obtain the
services of Harnish & Lookup, Engineers, Newark, N.Y., for a
nominal fee, it might be determined where the "North Blue Line"
may be located. After this has been indicated, it would be
possible to evaluate whebher or not the State were dumping on
Village property. If such were the case, other areas would
have to be found by the State for dumping.

Mr, Wideman also asked that in the fubure, prior to the sale of
any land in the former Erie Canal Bed, to a private property
owner, that a public hearing should be held.
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Mr. Widemsn advised that the Village of Palmyra can still
adopt a Freshwater Wetland Act. This would apply to the
problem at hand.

The following resolution was proposed by Trustee Green, 2nd
by Trustee Wilson:
WHEREAS, it has been indicated by Zoning Ofticer Bruce Wide-
man, that it would be advantageous to have a determination
made by Hernish & Lookup, Engineers, Newark, N.Y. relative
to the exact points of the North Blue Line which denotes the
north boundary of the Village of Palmyra,
BE IT RESOLVED THAT, the Board of Trustees shall authorize Mr.
Widemen to instruct Harnish & Lookup, Newark, New York, to
figure a cost for the determination of the North Blue Line of
the Village of Palmyra.

Mr. Wideman cormented that he had received a letter from Historic
Palmyra along with corments from others, who are in accord with
a desire to preserve this Wetland area.

Mayor Davin commented that Iverson Construction, contractors
for the new firehouse, have asked that a determination be made
relative to a small drain pipe or burm that appears to have
surfaced in the vicinity of the proposed construction. Iverson
has indicated that they would like to be able to divert it into
some other area.

Trustee Wilson advised that Sherman & Shermen, Architects, will
have monthly meetings with the Board of Fire Cormissioners and
herself, relative to the progress of the new building.

Trustee Reeves read a suggested manner of handling the towing
situation, when it becomes necessery to call for assistance by
the Village Police Department.

Troop #66, Boy Scouts of America, under the leadership of
Richard Lawrence, have asked permission to use the Village Park
and the Park & Club Bldg. the weekend of February 10-11th for
their display and activities.

Motion by Trustee Green, 2nd by Trustee Wilson and carried, -
request was granted.

Village Attorney Poyzer asked permission of the board to attend
the New York State Municipal Law Conference in New York City,
on January 19th & 20th. She indicated that one of the topics
would be the "New York State Sunshine Law" relative to

Motion by Trustee Green, 2nd by Trustee Wilson and carried, to
authorize Miss Laura Jane Poyzer to attend the conference at
village expense.

Trustee Reeves inter jected that since October 10, 1977, the
Police Department has been operating with four (ﬁ) full-time
patrolman and one (1) part-time patrolman., Trustee Reeves
continued, advising that, after discussing the workability of
this arrangement, with Police Chief Henry, and after con-
siderable thought on the matter, it is the consensus of their
opinion that the Police Department has been functioning
effectivelye.

Trustee Reeves further suggested that it would be advisable

to eliminate one full-time patrolman position, plus sell the
2nd Police Car as soon as the new one arrives. This,,he added,
would result in a considerable saving to the taxpayer and
perhaps, with the saving of these funds, it would be advantageous
to promulgate the study of a Village Manager form of govermment.

Arbi- Mayor Davin advised that the Village of Palmyra has received no
tra- official word from the arbitrator regarding the recent R. Mingo
tion: Case of the Police Department. Mayor Davin advised that she had

prepared a resume of her feelings in the matter and would like
them spread in the minutes:

TO WIT:
"The recent ruling by the labor arbitrator in
the case involving Robert Mingo, is another
example of how villeges such as Palmyra are
gradually loosing their right to self-deter-
mination and municipal control.

"The Village has been told, through the rep-
resentative of CSEA, that we were wrong in
suspending Mr. Mingo for his disregard of
certain rules of conduct that had been adopted
by our Police Department. In essence we have
been told we do not have the right to adopt

a code of conduct for village employees. As

the chief elected administrative officer of the
Village of Palmyra, I protest this situation and
finding most vigorously.

"T hold it to be totally wrong when the Village,
as the employer, has little or no say over who
is to work and not to work for the Village. Mr.
Mingo was dismissed from his position as
patrolman following his disobedience of pre-
seribed departmental rules and conduct deemed
not proper for a policeman., An internal in-
vestigation determined the situation and Mr.
Mingo never denied he had broken the rules.
Following his suspension, his union chose to
challenge the village's right to make and
enforce those rules, And I hold the outcome of
that situation to be unjust and unfair to the
taxpayers of this village. I am not in favor of
binding arbitration.

"It will cost the Village several tnousand dollars
before we are finished with this matter. These
costs, which are not totaled yet, were incurred
because we had to hire a labor relations attorney
from Buffalo. We have no provision incour budget
for this type or size legal fees and as a result
we will have to adjust or cut services elsewhere.

"T believe in the tenets of the American labor
movement and I want all employees of the Village
to have the basic rights and just wages their
positions deserve. But I also believe the Village,
as an employer, deserves similar rights. We
should have the right to hire and fire employees

if eircumstances warrant. In the case of Mr.
Mingo, I believe the decision of Chief Henry and
Police Commisaioner Reeves was correct and should
have been sustained.
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%%933353 "It is apparent we are the target of a crusade

LA by the CSEA and I believe we are being singled
out as a test for the union to use as a
success story. The union's success. is the
taxpayer's loss and will continue to be a loss
unless we stem this unfair system of Binding
Arbitration.

"Stemming this system will not be easy because
both our elected representatives in Albany,

Assemblyman Hurley and Senator Warder, supported a

this bill prior to its signing by Governor Carey.
It is a serious intringment on the rights or
the village and its residents.

"The events surrounding this situation and the
subsequent decision make it evident more than
ever that a fully staffed police department for
a village such as Palmyra is fast becoming a
service we cannot afford. If the control of
this department is de facto being taken from us,
it is obvious we will have to take other
measures to control our rights as employers and
fiseal officers of the village. It appears this
ruling is forcing us closer to a county-wide
police department, as advocated in the Wayne
County Police Study.

"rhere seems little else we can do. If we are

going to be forced to accept emplpyees we do

not aesire or deem suitable for a position, then

we will have to begin a program to curtail

services we cannot-afford or raise taxes to pay

for them. Neither option is desirable to me.

But the alternatives are very clear and our hand

is being forced. Our responsibility is to the —
people of Palmyra first and not a union or the

State Govermment.,'"

On motion by Trustee Wilson, 2nd by Trustee Condon and carried,
Mayor Davin was authorized to sign the contracts between the
Town of Palmyra, Community Center and Village of Palmyra, with
the Town of Palmyra contributing some $8,000. and the Village
of Palmyra as the paying agent.

On motion by Trustee Condon, 2nd by Trustee Wilson and carried,
the Police Report for the month of January, 1978 was accepted.
Highlights of the report revealed 112 complaints with 25
accidents investigated, along with 6 cited for Petit Larceny,
and 37 apprehended for Illegal Parking.
