TRUSTEE REPORTS 

Trustee Bradstreet reported that he met with the Code Enforcement office, the property 

manager and the future buyer of Salzburg Village about how the apartments will be 

inspected.

COPIER OFFER:  Motion was made by Trustee Piccola, second by Trustee Nolan to 

accept the offer of $1000 for purchase of the BizHub350 (the old copier) from the 

Hemlock Fire Department.  Vote, 3 ayes.  According to Michael Brecker, service 

manager, with Konica Minolta  the fair market value of our 2006 BizHub 350 would be 

anywhere from $800 to $1100.00.
