SEWER CREDITS : Motion was made by Trustee Perry, second by Trustee Warters
to give Sharon Stoltzfus, at 317 W. Jackson Street, a $9.00 credit (6 hcf X 1.50) on her
sewer bill for the water lost due to the hose being left on overnight by a contractor
thereby that water was not returned to the sewer. Vote, 4 ayes. CARRIED.

Motion was made by Trustee Perry, second by Trustee to give Salzburg Village a
sewer credit due to the leak in their meter pit, which also did not get returned to the
sewer, by calculating the average quarterly normal usage to determine the amount water
that was used/taken for the leak, the credit would be 187 X $1.50, or $280.50.
